Adverse Possession/Easement: Plaintiff brought suit to quiet title to a roadway that lies on defendant’s property.  The claim was predicated on adverse possession.  Defendant put on evidence that its predecessor in title granted an easement to plaintiff’s predecessor for use of the roadway. Thereafter, defendant moved for summary judgment on the adverse possession claim and the Supreme Court, Westchester  County, denied. The Second Dept. reversed citing the easement and stating that as a matter of law, plaintiff’s use of the roadway was permissive. Lakeside Colony Condominium I v C.R.
