Adverse Possession/Exclusive Use: Plaintiff’s family used property as a family cemetery for over 200 years and brought suit to quiet title. Plaintiff effectuated service by publication and took a default. The Supreme Court, Westchester County, granted judgment for plaintiff. Thereafter, defendant filed an answer claiming adverse possession and moved to vacate. The Supreme Court granted and the Second Dept. reversed finding that defendant failed to show that it enclosed or cultivated the property for the prescriptive period.
