Adverse Possession/Permissive Possession: Plaintiff sued State of New York to establish title by adverse possession and the State sought to evict plaintiff. The State produced evidence that the land was owned by the state for a governmental purpose, that plaintiff’s possession was permissive, and that plaintiff had acknowledged the State’s title as late as 1991. The Supreme Court, Suffolk County, granted summary judgment for the State and the Second Dept. sustained reiterating the rule that the state cannot lose title by adverse possession when it “holds title in its governmental capacity”. In this instance, the State held title for the purpose of operating a mental hospital. Furthermore, plaintiff’s possession was not hostile as it took the premises with the State’s consent.
