Adverse Possession/Summary Judgment/Joinder: Plaintiff brought RPAPL Art. 15 claiming ownership to a strip of land adjacent to plaintiff's premises. The supreme court granted summary judgment (prior to completion of discovery) to plaintiff and denied defendant's cross-motion for summary judgment. The appellate court reversed because of existing fact issues…"The Supreme Court correctly denied the defendant's cross motion for summary judgment since there are issues of fact as to whether possession of the disputed parcel was hostile, and whether the parcel was 'cultivated or improved' or 'protected by a substantial enclosure' within the meaning of RPAPL 522 (see Samter v Maggiore, supra). However, inasmuch as there are issues of fact, the Supreme Court erred in granting the plaintiff's motion for summary judgment." The court also required joinder of the disputed strip's current owner.
