Adverse Possessor/Ouster/Cotenants: Plaintiff/heir brought RPAPL 15 to establish title via adverse possession. Defendant heirs moved for summary judgment to dismiss plaintiff's claim and to establish title in the heirs. The supreme court granted for defendants. The appellate court sustained stating that the defendants produced evidence that plaintiff's initial possession was permissive. Furthermore, plaintiff's possession was not hostile and plaintiff failed to exclude his co-tenants. Hancock v Estate of Betty J.
