Breach of Contract/Constructive Trust/Oral Conveyance/Estoppel: Father/defendant orally conveyed property to plaintiff and plaintiff invested money and time in the property. Thereafter, father refused to put his words into writing. Plaintiff sued, amongst other causes, to quiet title, for breach of contract, to impose a constructive trust and for the return of $29,000 in personal property. The appellate court sustained the lower ruling denying father's motion to dismiss. "Viewing the facts alleged in the complaint and the motion papers as true and giving the plaintiff the benefit of all inferences (see Sokoloff v Harriman Estates Dev. Corp., 96 NY2d 409), we find that the plaintiff established viable causes of action based upon promissory estoppel arising out of the alleged oral conveyances (see Gurreri v Associates Ins. Co., 248 AD2d 356), and for the imposition of a constructive trust as to both properties (see Bankers Sec. Life Ins. Socy. v Shakerdge, 49 NY2d 939; Matter of Bayside Controls, 295 AD2d 343)."
