City Must Pay Attorney Fees for Frivolous Conduct in Permit Case: Petitioner brought suit to hold city in contempt for refusing to issue a special permit. The permit was ordered by supreme court who overturned the city's denial of the permit. The petitioner sought an order of contempt under Judiciary Law Article 19 and for attorney fees under 22 NYCRR 130-1.1. Supreme court denied petitioner's request. The appellate court sustained the contempt ruling (academic as the permit was belatedly issued), however the appellate court reversed for a determination and award of fees…"At the conference on November 19, 2003, the respondent conceded that the delay in compliance with the judgment was occasioned in part by "bad feelings" between the parties.
