Condemnation/Valuation: City took claimant’s property pursuant to city’s urban renewal plan. The Supreme Court, Westchester County, awarded an amount for the value of the property plus an amount to claimant for development potential and for costs pursuant to EDPL 701. The parties did not appeal the valuation of the property but both appealed the award for development potential and city also appealed the award of costs. The Second Dept. sustained stating that the awards were within the range submitted by parties… “Since the Supreme Court's determination as to development potential was within the range proffered by the parties' appraisers, and adequately explained, we decline to disturb it on appeal.” The Court also stated that the award of costs was reasonable and was “necessary for the claimants to receive just and adequate compensation”.
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
