Condo Owner Rents Parking Space: Plaintiff Condo board sought declaratory judgment prohibiting defendant owner from renting or selling his parking spaces. The board argued that the parking spaces were common and could not be sold or rented to non-owners pursuant to "governing documents". The supreme court denied judgment for the board. The appellate court sustained stating that the board failed to prove, as a matter of law, that the governing documents proscribed defendant's actions and furthermore, there were questions of fact regarding waiver by the board.
