Constructive Eviction/Mold: Landlord completed mold remediation. Tenant however, protested that the remediation was not sufficient, relocated and terminated the lease. Landlord sued for damages and the Supreme Court, Orange County granted summary judgment to landlord for $126,000. The Second Dept. sustained stating that landlord presented  evidence that the mold was abated and the environmental hazard removed, effectively countering the tenant’s constructive eviction claim.
