Constructive Trust: Plaintiff purchased property in sister’s name with an understanding that sister would re-convey to plaintiff at a later date. However, sister sold the property and plaintiff sued to impose a constructive trust and moved to enjoin disposition of the proceeds. The Supreme Court, Kings County, denied the motion and the Second Dept. reversed finding that plaintiff will likely succeed on the merits of the case.
