Constructive Trust/Fraud/Affidavits/Title: Plaintiff church and defendant church united. Plaintiff alleged that it maintained a separate existence for purposes of acquiring property. Property was acquired, however, under the defendant church’s name. Defendant attempted to sell the property and plaintiff brought suit to impose a constructive trust and sought an injunction. Defendant moved for summary judgment based upon title and argued that plaintiff did not have standing. The Supreme Court, Suffolk County granted for plaintiff and denied defendant’s motion. The Second Dept. sustained, ruling that plaintiff satisfied the elements necessary to impose a constructive trust and that defendant failed to counter plaintiff’s affidavits.
