Constructive Trust/Funds to Purchase Property: Plaintiff and defendants were related. They agreed to purchase property in 1987. Plaintiff contributed $8,000.00 for the down payment and made monthly contributions to the mortgage. Plaintiff was not a legal resident at the time of purchase and defendants agreed to add plaintiff to the deed when she became legal. Plaintiff received legal residency in 1994 and sought to have her name added to the deed. One of the defendants, plaintiff's father, said he would look into it. Plaintiff quit making the monthly contributions because she was not added to the deed. Plaintiff filed this action in 2002 to place a constructive trust on the property. Defendants countered that limitations had run, that the agreement to purchase was illegal because the funds were illegal and that plaintiff did not meet the elements for constructive trust. The Court ruled that plaintiff did meet the elements of constructive trust but that limitations began to run when plaintiff's cause of action began, ie., when she obtained her status. Therefore, plaintiff's claim was time barred because limitations began to run in 1994. The unclean hands issue was not addressed. Assing v.
