Constructive Trust/Living Arrangement: Plaintiff and defendant lived together for 10 years and built a house on property owned by plaintiff. Plaintiff paid construction expenses while defendant served as general contractor and obtained subcontractors at cost. Thereafter, the relationship fell apart and plaintiff sued to eject defendant. Defendant countered for constructive trust. The Supreme Court, Suffolk County, denied and the Second Dept. sustained based upon the evidence; plaintiff documented her expenses and defendant failed to show the “extent of his work on, or contributions to, the subject properties, and their value…” Osborne v Tooker, 2007 NY Slip Op 00506, Appellate Division, Second Department, January 23, 2007
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
