Contract Damages/Waiver/CO: Plaintiff purchased property from defendant. The contract contained a clause requiring seller to deliver a c/o for a specific use. The contract also contained a clause stating that by accepting a deed, buyer waived any right for rescission or damages. Seller failed to deliver the c/o before closing. Seller did deliver a c/o after closing but it was only temporary. Plaintiff sued for damages and the Supreme Court, Nassau County, dismissed the case and the Second Dept. sustained… “Pursuant to paragraph 9 of the rider, the plaintiff's acceptance of the deed constituted a waiver of its right of rescission or for damages.
