Court Re-affirms Nature of Title/Bankruptcy Stay: Wife owned property and executed mortgage. Bank foreclosed upon wife's default. Husband filed bankruptcy. The supreme court confirmed the referee's report of sale and the wife appeal arguing that the husband's bankruptcy stayed the foreclosure. The appellate court sustained, reiterating that the husband was not in title, was not on the mortgage and was not a necessary party to the foreclosure proceeding.
