Deceased Mortgagor/Joinder of Heirs: Plaintiff sued to foreclose a mortgage. Mortgagor was deceased and plaintiff failed to join the heirs. Plaintiff moved for summary judgment with leave to renew after joinder. The Supreme Court, Rockland County, denied and plaintiff appealed. The Second Dept. sustained…”The Supreme Court properly directed that the heirs of the deceased mortgagor be joined as necessary parties to the action. The record does not reflect that the plaintiff exercised the due diligence required by CPLR 315 to permit service by publication upon these necessary parties”. Salomon Bros.
