Deed/Fraud/Doctrine of Merger: Plaintiff purchased an apartment building from defendants. During the negotiation phase, defendants made representations regarding monthly income and rent control. Plaintiff brought suit for fraud and the Supreme Court, Kings County granted summary judgment to defendants. The Second Dept. sustained, reiterating that the deed cuts off any representations unless the contract specifically provides for survival. Ka Foon Lo v Curis, 2006 NY Slip Op 03540, Appellate Division, Second Department, May 2, 2006 
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
