Divorce/Equitable Distribution vs. Equal Distribution: Husband and wife purchased Florida home using however, the proceeds from the sale of husband’s separate property. Thereafter in a divorce proceeding, the Supreme Court, Nassau County awarded husband a disproportionate share of the sales proceeds from the sale of the home and the wife appeal. The Second Dept. sustained stating that the decision was based upon the evidence… “Equitable distribution does not necessarily mean equal distribution, and the record shows that the Supreme Court properly considered the relevant statutory factors in determining the distribution (see Arrigo v Arrigo, 38 AD3d 807; Falgoust v Falgoust, 15 AD3d 612; Domestic Relations Law § 236[B][5][d]).” Faello v Faello, 2007 NY Slip Op 06946, Appellate Division, Second Department, September 25,
