Divorce/Marital Residence Valuation/Sale Prior to Judgment of Divorce: Husband and wife owned marital residence by the entireties. They filed for divorce and the Supreme Court, Nassau County, made a determined that they should be divorced and placed a value on the marital residence. The Court also, in response to husband’s motion, ordered wife to purchase husband’s interest in the residence. These events transpired before entry of the judgment of divorce. Wife appealed and the Second Dept. reversed, stating that the Supreme Court did not have the authority to force a sale of the property prior to the actual dissolution of the marriage relationship as the husband and wife held by the entireties. The Court, after considering the length of the litigation, also reversed the date of valuation for the marital residence and found a lack of evidence as to fair market value.
