Divorce/Mortgage Executed by One Spouse: Husband and wife divorced and the judgment distributed the marital assets equally. The marital residence was encumbered by mortgages executed by the wife during the pendency of the action. The Supreme Court, Westchester  County, awarded the marital residence to the husband and deducted the amount of the wife’s mortgages from her one half share of the value of the marital estate.

The Second Dept. affirmed…“Significantly, we note that since the debt incurred by the plaintiff secured with the Rose mortgages was used for her own benefit, she remains solely responsible for such debt (see Balch v Balch, 193 AD2d 1079).” Levine v Levine, 2007 NY Slip Op 01263, Appellate Division, Second Department, February 13, 2007
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
