Dueling Deeds: Plaintiff obtained a deed from seller in 03’ but failed to record. Defendant obtained and recorded a deed from the same seller in 04’. Plaintiff brought suit to establish title and both parties moved for summary judgment. The Supreme Court, Kings County relied upon the recording statute to dispose of the issue in favor of the defendant and the Second Dept. sustained… “The New York Recording Act (Real Property Law § 290 et seq.) protects a good faith purchaser for value from a prior unrecorded interest in real property provided, inter alia, that the subsequent purchaser's interest is the first to be duly recorded" (Rivas v McDonnell, 308 AD2d 572, 572-573).” The defendant submitted evidence that it took in good faith and without notice of the prior deed and for consideration.
