Easement By Prescription/Driveway: Plaintiff's driveway encroached upon defendant's property for more than 10 years. Plaintiff brought action under RPAPL Article 15 to establish easement by prescription after defendant interfered with plaintiff's use. The Supreme Court, Queens County, enjoined defendant from interfering with plaintiff's use of the driveway but did not rule that plaintiff had an easement. Both parties appealed and the Appellate Court, Second Division, held that the hearing included evidence sufficient to establish easement by prescription and modified the order accordingly…"The record supports the findings that the plaintiffs' use of the driveway strip was adverse, open and notorious, and continuous for the 10-year prescriptive period, and that the defendants failed to rebut the presumption of adverse use".
