Easement: Homeowners v Developer: Developer purchased property at the end of a cul-de-sac and gained approval for building lots. Plans called for access to the lots over the street that services the homes in the cul-de-sac even though developer has access from another street. The street is private but the homeowners have an easement for ingress and egress. Homeowners brought suit to enjoin the developer from using the road because the developer did not have an easement over the street. The supreme court granted the builder's motion to dismiss for failure to state a claim. The court reasoned that all parties did have a right of way (no elaboration here) and hence, there were no adverse claims, therefore, plaintiffs failed to state a claim pursuant to RPAPL 1501. The appellate court analyzed the title and reversed, stating that the builder did not have a right of way over the private street.
