Extinguished Easement Revived: Plaintiff sought a ruling that an easement had been extinguished due to merger. Prior to the parties’ ownership, the dominant and servient parcels came into common ownership, extinguishing the easement. Thereafter, the servient estate was conveyed separately and the deed contained the easement. The Supreme Court, Richmond County, granted summary judgment to plaintiff and the Second Dept. reversed. The Court ruled that the easement was created de novo as the post-merger conveyance contained the easement. The Court also found that the defendant did not abandon the easement.
