Foreclosure/Amount Due-Costs: Plaintiff foreclosed defendant's mortgage. Defendant moved to set aside the foreclosure sale and the court granted, allowing the defendant 20 days to redeem by tendering the amount due as shown by plaintiff's demand letter. Defendant tendered the amount due for principal and interest but did not forward the amount for attorney fees and costs. Plaintiff then moved to reinstate the proceeding but the court held that the defendant's efforts were made in good faith and were sufficient to redeem the mortgage. The appellate court reversed holding that the lien also included costs and disbursements of the action. Astoria Fed.
