Foreclosure/Burden of Proof: Plaintiff sued to foreclose defendant's mortgage and moved for summary judgment. The Supreme Court, Suffolk County, granted for plaintiff and defendants appealed. The Second Dept. sustained…"The plaintiff established its prima facie entitlement to judgment as a matter of law by submitting the relevant mortgages, the underlying note, and evidence of a default (see LPP Mortgage, Ltd. v Card Corp., 17 AD3d 103; Fleet Natl. Bank v Olasov, 16 AD3d 374; Coppa v Fabozzi, 5 AD3d 718; Republic Natl. Bank of N.Y. v O'Kane, 308 AD2d 482). The burden then shifted to the appellants to raise a triable issue of fact regarding their defenses (see Barcov Holding Corp. v Bexin Realty Corp., 16 AD3d 282; EMC Mtge. Corp. v Riverdale Assoc., 291 AD2d 370)." The defendants failed to meet their burden of proof on defense issues. Household Fin. Realty Corp. of N.
