Foreclosure/Automatic Stay/Extension of Notice of Pendency: Mortgagee foreclosed and mortgagor filed for bankruptcy. Thereafter, the Supreme Court, Orange County, granted mortgagee’s motion to extend the notice of pendency for another three years. The Second Department sustained stating that the mortgagee established good cause for the extension inasmuch as the foreclosure was stayed pending a resolution of the bankruptcy proceeding.
