Foreclosure/Incompetence: Defendant mortgagor moved, in a foreclosure proceeding, to vacate a judgment of foreclosure based upon the mortgagor's incapacity when the proceeding was commenced. The Supreme Court, Kings County, denied the motion and the Second Dept. sustained. The Court stated that the defendant failed to produce evidence that that plaintiff knew or should have known that defendant was incompetent when the case was filed and when the judgment was rendered. The Court also stated that in any event, the property was sold to a bona fide purchaser for value.
