Foreclosure Upheld Notwithstanding Notice Irregularities: Defendant appealed an order of supreme court that denied a motion to vacate a judgment of foreclosure. The appellate court sustained citing prior case law…"[T]he Supreme Court properly denied the appellant's motion to vacate the foreclosure sale. The appellant failed to establish that "a substantial right of a party was prejudiced" by the trivial irregularities in the notice of sale (RPAPL 231[6]; see Citibank v Glen Cove Servicing Corp., 265 AD2d 520; Marine Midland Bank v Trennes, 250 AD2d 653; Amresco New England II v Denino, 283 AD2d 599)".
