Fraud/Forged Deed/BFP: Plaintiff brought suit to set aside a deed based upon forgery. Defendants, purchaser and bank, sought summary judgment based upon purchaser’s status as a BFP. The Supreme Court, Nassau County, denied the motion and defendants appealed. The Second Dept. sustained…”Pursuant to Real Property Law § 266, a bona fide purchaser or encumbrancer for value is protected in his or her title unless he or she had previous notice of the alleged prior fraud by the seller…However, a person cannot be a bona fide purchaser or encumbrancer for value through a forged deed, as such a deed is void and conveys no title…” The Court stated that the purchaser had produced facts indicating that it was a BFP but that plaintiff came forth with facts showing forgery such that the case should be tried.
