Fraud in the Inducement: Defendant sold commercial building to plaintiff. During negotiations, defendant told plaintiff that one of the units was being used for commercial purposes.  However, the defendant knew that the unit was used as a residence. Plaintiff sued alleging various causes of action. The Supreme Court, Kings County, after a bench trial, ruled that defendant was liable for fraud in the inducement. However, the Second Dept. reversed…"'One to whom an allegedly false representation is made may not rely thereon if the means of obtaining the truth are available by the exercise of ordinary intelligence' (Matter of Jack Kent Cooke, Inc., 222 AD2d 334, 335)." The Court said that plaintiff failed to inspect and the facts were not "peculiarly within the knowledge of defendant."
