HOA/Architectural Review Board/Handrail: Petitioner installed a handrail outside his home. The property is subject to HOA guidelines and review by an architectural board. The board and the HOA denied the petitioner’s request to maintain the handrail and ordered the railing dismantled. Petitioner sought review of the determination and the Supreme Court, Westchester County dismissed the case. The Second Dept. sustained… “The determination of the ARB, as confirmed by the Board, is subject to review under the business judgment rule (see Forest Hills Gardens Corp. v Evan, 12 AD3d 563), pursuant to which the determination must be sustained if it was authorized, and was taken in good faith and in furtherance of the legitimate interests of the homeowners association.” The Court found that determination satisfied the business judgment rule.
