Hearing Required on Amount Due in Foreclosure: Plaintiff foreclosed against defendant's property. Defendant countered plaintiff's claim of default but the supreme court granted summary judgment for plaintiff. Defendant appealed but abandoned the claim. Thereafter, the referee computed the amount due and the supreme court confirmed the report. Defendant appealed the confirmation of amount due and the appellate court agreed with defendant and reversed, stating that the defendant had the right to a hearing on the amount due in accordance with CPLR 4313. 243 W. 98th Condominium v Shapiro, 2004 NY Slip Op 08682, Appellate Division, Second Department, November 22, 2004
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
