Heirs Not Permitted to Benefit from Murder: Boyfriend killed girlfriend then killed himself. Girlfriend’s will left her home and property to boyfriend. Petitioner for girlfriend’s will sought to disqualify the bequest to boyfriend. Boyfriend’s heirs objected to this based upon an argument that boyfriend in fact did not kill girlfriend.  However, the Surrogate’s Court, Suffolk County, disqualified the heirs. The Second Dept. sustained…“The petitioners satisfied their burden on a motion for summary judgment, making a prima facie showing that Romano killed the decedent, and thus that they were entitled to judgment as a matter of law”. The Court also stated that the heirs contention that boyfriend did not commit the act was based upon speculation and did not create an issue of fact.
