Landlord’s Consent to Assignment of Lease/Unreasonable: Tenant sued to compel landlord’s consent to an assignment. The Supreme Court, Suffolk County, granted summary judgment to tenant. The Second Dept. reversed stating that a landlord may refuse based upon objective factors, not subjective concerns. The case was sent back for a trial on assignee’s financial stability, proposed use and other factors.
