Landlord's Rent Control Damages Thrown Out: Plaintiffs own apartment buildings that were subject to emergency rent control measures. Plaintiffs brought an action to recover damages flowing from the city's failure to declare an end to the rent control due to an increase in available housing. The supreme court found for the plaintiffs and awarded roughly $6 Million in damages. However, the appellate court determined that the rent control statute, Emergency Tenant Protection Act of 1974, does not create a private cause of action for damages for these  plaintiffs. The plaintiffs were not in the class of persons the statute was designed to protect (they were not tenants) and the plaintiffs' case did not promote the objective of the statute.
