Lien Law 3-A/Trust Funds/Larceny: Plaintiffs brought suit under article 3-A of the Lien Law to recover damages for misappropriation of trust funds. The Supreme Court, Suffolk County, found for plaintiffs and awarded punitive damages inasmuch as the Court made a finding that the violation also constituted larceny pursuant to Lien Law §79(a)(2). The Second Dept. reversed, stating that a violation of 3-A does not necessarily constitute larceny and here, plaintiffs failed to prove that defendant’s conduct was larcenous.
