Lis Pendens Requisites: Plaintiff filed notice of pendency and suit to set aside an alleged fraudulent conveyance. Defendant moved to cancel the notice of pendency because the plaintiff did not file the complaint with the notice. The supreme court denied defendant's motion and defendant appealed. The appellate court reversed on the law as CPLR 6511(a) requires the filing of the complaint with the notice of pendency. However, the court also enjoined defendants from transferring or encumbering the property.
