Marital Award of pre-owned Manhattan Apt.: Husband appealed an order of the supreme court that gave wife a half interest to the marital apartment, and possession and use until their children reach 18. The appellate court sustained on all points but reversed the determination that the apartment was marital property. The husband purchased the apartment 2 ½ years prior to the marriage and he held title in his name at all times during the marriage. However, wife was entitled to ½ of the proceeds used to pay down the mortgage during the marriage. Cahen-Vorburger v Vorburger, 2004 NY Slip Op 08599, Appellate Division, First Dept., 11/23/04 
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
