Mechanic’s Lien/Defect in Verification: Lienor filed suit to foreclose a mechanic’s lien. Defendant moved to dismiss based upon a defective verification in the notice of mechanic’s lien. Lienor moved to amend. The Supreme Court, Suffolk  County, granted for lienor and the Second Dept. sustained…“The defect in the verification in the notice of mechanic's lien filed by the plaintiff is subject to amendment (see Matter of Teitler v McDermott & McDonald, 306 NY 953, affg 282 App Div 953; Lien Law § 12-a[2]). Accordingly, the Supreme Court properly granted that branch of the plaintiff's cross motion which was for leave to amend the notice of mechanic's lien, and properly denied, in effect, as academic, that branch of the motion which was to discharge, as defective, the mechanic's lien.” James V.
