Medical Practice Okay Notwithstanding One Family Occupation Restriction: Defendant operated a medical practice from his home. Plaintiff neighborhood assoc. sued to enforce a restrictive that prohibited "noxious, dangerous or offensive trade or business..." and prohibited the erection of a building for occupation by more than one family or household. The supreme court granted summary judgment for defendant doctor. The appellate court started with stating that restrictive covenants are not favored. Thereafter, the court reasoned that a medical practice is not a "noxious, dangerous or offensive trade or business" and that the restriction for one-family occupancy did not specifically restrict land use to residences.
