Mortgage Commitment Contingency: Plaintiff/seller and defendant/buyers entered into contract for the sale of a home. The mortgage commitment clause rendered any  commitment “firm”, notwithstanding the commitment’s requirement that buyers sell their home. Buyers did obtain a commitment that was contingent upon the sale of buyers’ home. Buyers attempted to repudiate the contract after they failed to sell. The supreme court granted summary judgment to plaintiff for the down payment and the appellate court sustained, enforcing the contract as written. Mauro v Collins, 2005 NY Slip Op 03020, Appellate Division, Second Department, April 18, 2005   
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
