Mortgage Foreclosure/Limitations: Plaintiff filed suit to foreclose a mortgage. Defendant moved to dismiss based upon the 6 year statute of limitations. The Supreme Court, Westchester County, granted for defendant and plaintiff appealed. The Second Dept. sustained…"We agree with the Supreme Court that this action is barred by the six-year statute of limitations applicable to an action to foreclose a mortgage (see CPLR 213[4]). The six-year statute of limitations began to run upon the acceleration of the mortgage debt…and expired before the commencement of this action on May 21, 2003."
