Mortgage Foreclosure/Omission of Parcel from Proceedings and Abandonment of Lien as to That Parcel: Mortgagee foreclosed mortgage that encumbered two lots. The complaint failed to include one of the lots and the Supreme Court,  Kings  County, ruled that the mortgagee abandoned its lien against the lot that was not included. The Second Dept. sustained…“Under the circumstances of this case, the plaintiff's failure to include one of the two parcels of land identified in the underlying mortgage when it commenced a prior foreclosure action in 1991 resulted in ‘abandonment of the lien on the portion omitted’ (Bodner v Brickner, 29 AD2d 441, 446). Thus, the plaintiff could not maintain the instant foreclosure action with respect to the omitted parcel (see State Sav. v Parc Vendome Assoc., 223 AD2d 464; Bankers Trust Co. v G.H.
