Mulching Operations Not Agriculture: Defendant began mulching operations on a parcel that was zoned residential-agricultural. Plaintiff town cited defendant for code violations and defendant was found guilty on criminal counts. Defendant appealed to county court and the court sustained the convictions. Defendant then appealed to the Court of Appeals arguing, amongst other things, that the town code was unenforceable as the legislature preempted solid waste management via the Solid Waste Management Act and that the town's ordinance violated that act…the definition of "solid waste" is the issue here. The appellate court sustained holding that there was no preemption as local authorities are permitted to impose more restrictive guidelines according to the Environmental Conservation Law.
