No Standing Where Beneficiaries Take Same Proportions Under Either Will or Intestacy: Three brothers were only heirs and beneficiaries under mother's will. Brother A, the executor, filed a petition to probate. Brother B objected to probating the will based on the alleged incapacity of the mother. The appellate court sustained the supreme court's dismissal based upon brother B's lack of standing, reciting the rule that "any person whose interest in property or in the estate of the testator would be adversely affected by the admission of the will to probate may file objections to the probate of the will". Here, brother B would not be adversely affected by the probate of the will because he stands to take the exact same proportion under the rules of intestate succession.
