Notary Misconduct/Class of Protected Persons: Plaintiff sued to recover damages under Executive Law §135 for notary misconduct. Plaintiff alleged that her husband procured a power of attorney and conveyed her property while she was in Greece. Defendant NP argued that the law was meant to protect third parties who relied on the invalid power of attorney and that plaintiff was not in this class of persons. The supreme court granted defendant's motion to dismiss but the appellate court reversed. The defendant's interpretation of the law was inconsistent with the language of the statute. "The plaintiff sufficiently alleged 'misconduct by a notary public' in the performance of his duties that caused her damage (Executive Law § 135)".
