Notice of Pendency/Mechanic’s Lien/Amended Complaint: Plaintiff brought an action to foreclose a mechanic’s lien. Defendant counterclaimed and filed a notice of pendency. The Supreme Court, Suffolk  County cancelled the notice of pendency because the counterclaim did not affect the title, use, possession or enjoyment of the property. Defendant amended the counterclaim and moved to re-file the notice of pendency. The Court granted and the Second Dept. reversed… “The defendant should not be afforded a second chance to file a new notice of pendency upon correcting the very pleading defect that led to the cancellation of the original notice (cf.
