Parking on Private Road: The owner of one of four parcels that abutted a private road used the road for parking.  The owner claimed that he owned to the centerline and the other owners claimed that the road was for ingress and egress only. The supreme court granted other owners motion for summary judgment and ruled that plaintiff did not have the right to use the road for parking. The appellate court found however, based upon the easement language in the deeds, that the plaintiff did own to the centerline and that the plaintiff did have the right to use the road for parking as long as it did not interfere with ingress and egress to the other lots.
